In this class, young artists will explore the elements of art as they develop painting, cutting, and drawing skills. This is a new class with new projects. Students who enjoyed this class last semester will be in for brand new adventures, with new stories, new projects and new and old friends.
Weekly breakdown of instruction: (write on separate sheet if necessary)

Week 1 – Free Form Water Color -  Students will learn to mix colors by creating a wet on wet watercolor painting.

Week 2 –Giant Paper Snowflakes - Students will learn to cut snowflakes using radial symmetry.

Week 3 - Printmaking Snow Flake Patterns – Students will use snowflake cut outs to make prints and stencils.

Week 4 – Drawing with Scissors - Students will learn to make cut outs of organic and geometric shapes inspired by the artist Henri Matisse.

Week 5 –  Drawing with Scissors II  Students will use Matisse Cut Outs to make large banners using positive and negative space.

Week 6 – Paper Highways Students will create a 3 dimensional “highway” by using paper to make different types of lines.

Week 7 – Students will create Mixed Media Paintings inspired by Vincent Van Gogh 

Week 8 -  Students will create Mixed Media Collage using Van Gogh Paintings from last week. 

Week 9 – Paste Paint Patterns – Students will create their own patterned paper by using paste paint and a variety of marking tools.

Week 10 – Weaving With Paste Paper – Students will cut paste paper into strips, then weave the strips to make a place mat that will be laminated for use at home.

Week 11- Finishing Up!  We’ll put finishing touches on our art from the semester.

Week 12 -  Showtime and mini critque – Students will be able to show their work from the semester and share thoughts about their work and the work of their friends.
