In this class, students  will learn and develop basic skills in hand built and wheel thrown clay. They will  also learn new techniques as we explore the art of clay in different cultures. These are all new projects! Beginners are welcome, as well as returning students.
Weekly breakdown of instruction: (write on separate sheet if necessary)

Week 1: Basic Pinch Pots - Students will design a pinch pot form. 
Week 2:Building with Pinch Pots - Students will learn to make structures using pinch pots. 
Week 3: Slab Rolled Tiles - Students will learn to use the slab roller to make tiles
Week 4: Building Slabs – Students will learn to build structures using slab forms 
Week 5: Inlaid Slip – Students will learn to add texture, definition and design by painting colored slip into carve or stamped pieces.
Week 6: Glazing Day - Students will be introduced to a variety of glazes and techniques, and will glaze all of the work that has been completed up to this point. 
Week 7: Critique and Make-up Glazing Day 
Week 8: Building with Slump Molds Students will learn to to stamp patterns into slab rolled clay, and build structures by using slump molds.
Week 9: Wheel Thrown Pots – Students will learn the basics of “throwing” a pot on a pottery wheel.
Week 10: Wheel Thrown Pots continued – Students will continue to learn the basics of “throwing” a pot on a pottery wheel. 
Week 11: Wheel Thrown Pots continued 
Week 12: Final Glazing Day – This will be the last day for students to glaze their work in this class
