This class is open to new students as well as students who have taken Adventures in Art and are ready for the next level. We'll explore a variety of mediums, including painting, drawing, and 3-dimensional construction as we learn about artists, cultures, and the natural world.
Weekly breakdown of instruction: (write on separate sheet if necessary)

Week 1: Students will create a drawing inspired by the artist Paul Klee.

Week 2: Students will create a mixed media painting by adding oil pastel and water color to paintings from last week.

Week 3: Students will create Musical circle Paintings inspired by the artist Vassily Kandinsky.

Week 4: Students will use painted circles from last week to assemble a verticle hanging banner.

Week 5: Students will draw characters inspired by Saul Steinberg’s “Masquerades”.

Week 6: Students will transfer drawings to paper bags and add accessories constructed from paper.

Week 7: Students will put finishing touches on characters and we’ll have a mini Masquerade

Week 8: Students will learn about the artist Gustave Klimt and the symbols he used in his art. They’ll create their own symbols and a Tree of Life Drawing.

Week 9: Students will build a Tree of Life relief plate by cutting their symbols and drawings from craft foam, and assembling them on foam core.

Week 10:  Students will learn about the process of printmaking as they print from their plate.

Week 11: Students will add color to their prints with stamps that they made last week.

Week 12: Students will learn to sign and display their prints, then we’ll have a mini critque of work from the semester.
